How do I become a Christian?

First let’s look at how people do not become 
Christians. Doing good works, being born into a 
Christian family, walking an aisle, saying a prayer, 
having your good out-weigh your bad, going to 
church, joining a church, getting baptized, taking 
communion or the Lord’s Supper, marrying a 
Christian, giving money to the Church, going on 
a missions trip, and many more misconceptions 
are not ways people become Christians and are 
therefore inadequate tasks that do not improve a 
person’s standing before God. 
Becoming a Christian is simple and is realized by 
just three words; Faith In Christ. God gives faith to 
His people to be able to believe in His Son’s work 
in this world in general and in their personal lives 
in particular. Because people are naturally opposed 
to God, He has to change them inwardly to accept 
Him. We call this being, “Born again.” To become 
a Christian involves a supernatural response to 
the gospel where God changes a person and 
gives him/her faith in His Son’s work on the 
cross. Becoming a Christian is a work that God 
accomplishes for people, not people accomplishing 
tasks for God. Simply put, to become a Christian, a 
person needs faith in Christ.
