


What is High V iew Church?

High View Church is a new, young church in urban 
Denver that wants to see the gospel transform 
the city. We started this church in September of 
2008 with a few core values about Jesus, Scripture, 
Mission, and the City. Our mission is to see people 
changed by Jesus through Scripture to embrace 
the Mission of transforming the City.

Next, we emphasize Growing in Scripture. 
Connecting with others in community groups 
serves as a vital environment to grow in Scripture. 
Also, living on Mission involves naturally showing 
love for Jesus in words about him and deeds 
toward the people God has placed in our lives. 
We call this, “Being a missionary with the gospel,” 
because we see our responsibility as knowing 
culture, loving people, and talking about Jesus in 
everyday language so the gospel can affect people 
today. Lastly, we want to Change the City. Denver’s 
need for the gospel will be met by people on 
mission looking to serve the city. When the City 
is served by someone on Mission, by showing 
love in word and deed, then Scripture gets taught 
naturally through his/her life and Jesus begins his 
transforming work. 
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Why High V iew Church?

Denver is in need of the gospel transforming a 
younger generation.  High View is made up of 
university students, young professionals, and young 
families. We hope to see a renewal of Christianity 
in the city through the transformation of a 
younger culture-making generation. Practically, 
this looks like a grass-roots movement through 
personal relationships and intimate conversations 
about the power of Jesus and His work in the 
gospel. As pockets of relational networks develop 
around the gospel, area community groups will 
be developed and ultimately new church plants 
will sprout up from these groups. Imagine new 
churches starting in Arvada, Aurora, Denver, 
Lakewood, and the surrounding metro area all 
because “missionaries with the gospel” developed 
strong relationships with those who are not 
Christians and the power of the gospel changed 
them and their entire relational network. We 
believe Jesus when he told Peter that the church 
would grow so much that “the gates of Hell 
will not prevail against” His Kingdom expansion 
(Matthew 16:18). In summation, High View Church 
is for those who believe the gospel is strong, the 
mission is important, and Jesus is establishing His 
Church one person at a time.

How do I get involved at High V iew?

The first step is recognizing that you are a 
missionary. Typically we think of missionaries being 
the people who move to Africa and do missions 
work with people who are different. The truth for 
the Christian is that we are not of this world. We 
look forward to a different residence. But, Jesus 
tells us that we are in this world...for this world 
(John 17:18).

Therefore, we are missionaries with the purpose 
of increasing the gospel or good news of Jesus for 
the renewal of all things. It is our job to know the 
culture God has placed us in (just like a missionary 
to Africa would need to learn their language) 
so we can accurately articulate the gospel in 
understandable communication. We communicate 
the gospel with both our words and our deeds. 
The missionary’s job is to live a counter-cultural 
life that represents the gospel’s affect in both their 
personal life and actions toward others. Both our 
words about Jesus and our deeds toward others 
naturally work themselves out of our love for 
Jesus. When our love for Jesus is surpassed by 
affections for anything else (pride, power, etc.) 
then our gospel witness is sabotaged and life 
is difficult. The gospel is a completely different 
worldview that forces us to live differently in 
all areas of life. Understanding the power of 
the gospel is important for the missionary to 
be able to apply it to the hurting culture, like 
applying ointment to a wound. In summation, the 
realization of both the power of the gospel and 
being a missionary are of primary concern in 
getting involved with High View Church.

Q: Do I have to be young to be a part of High 
View Church?

A: No, we believe that church is for people from 
birth to death. We welcome those who are older 
to provide wisdom and leadership. Our “target 
audience” is the younger generation because it 
has been an overlooked generation. Also, our main 
preaching pastor is young, and older people may 
find it difficult to sit under his preaching. However, 
we make it clear that Jesus is the Senior Pastor of 
High View Church and we submit to Scripture in 
all areas of authority. We don’t make age an issue, 
and we hope you don’t either. 

Q: Why meet in urban Denver?

A: Denver is centrally located in this region. 
Because we want to reach a younger generation 
(174,000 18-34yr. olds live in Denver) and we 
want to plant more churches regionally, it makes 
sense that our central meeting place be in 
Denver. However, the ultimate goal is for our area 
community groups to grow to the point where 
they become their own churches, start more area 
community groups themselves, and then start 
more churches. 

Q: What denomination is High View Church?

A: We are unashamedly Southern Baptist (SBC) 
and Acts 29. The SBC considers themselves a 
convention that meets for the purpose of global 
missions, and Acts 29 considers themselves a 
network of churches that plant churches. The 
question of denomination is really a question of 
affiliation and we like the Biblical and missional 
foundations of both. We are also affiliated with the 
Liberty Baptist Fellowship, which is a network of 
churches that support church planting.
