


What are Commiunity &roues?

At High View we believe that church extends
beyond Sunday morning.We believe in connecting
to Jesus, growing in Scripture, living on Mission,
and changing the City. These four principles take
place in the church body on a daily basis. One

of the primary ways we attempt to make this a
reality is through community groups.

Community groups are gatherings of people
together in regional areas for the purpose of
fellowship, accountability, growth, and support.
They are located in areas in and around Denver,
so that each person or family can be a part of a
group close to home.We believe that this helps to
build stronger and more sustainable relationships
as group members are able to more easily spend
time with each other outside of Sunday morning.
One of the primary purposes of groups is to grow
in Scripture together. Groups will go through a
book of the Bible, a devotional book, or discuss
the week’s sermon together. The Sunday morning
sermon is how the Word of God is communicated
to the whole church as a large body. Community

In Nehemiah chapter 3 we see the rebuilding of
the long-broken down wall of Jerusalem.We do
not see Nehemiah doing the work, but instead

a listing of the people that he equipped to do
various jobs.A great lesson can be learned here
from Nehemiah about the power of a united
community. Nehemiah did not take on the needs
of city by himself. He did not try to localize the
changing power of God in himself, but equipped
many for the task of changing the city. Community
groups are our method of doing this.We hope to
change the city together through relationships.
Personal relationships are the best method of
evangelism and spiritual maturation.We desire to
equip as many as we can for the task of living on
Mission and changing the City by connecting with
Jesus and growing in Scripture together.

It is also our hope as High View grows larger to
begin planting more churches in the Denver area.
These groups will provide a perfect launching

pad for our future church plants.As local groups
become larger, they will eventually be able to
sustain themselves as their own church body.They
will, of course, remain a part of High View, and for
that matter, the universal Christian body. However,
they will be able to serve their local community,
furthering the changing power of Christ’s gospel in
more specific and personal ways.

foundational materials is build upon them through
the sharing of personal experiences.We are able
to take the text and make it practical through
individual application and the widely-varied effects
on each of our lives. Groups are about sharing life
with each other, and it is this which brings a great
deal of wonderfully applicable variance to what we
learn in each group.
