Why Should I be imvohied in sening?

Philippians 2:4-7 teaches us about Christ’s
example to us as a servant;“‘Let each of you

look not only to his own interests, but also to

the interests of others. Have this mind among
yourselves, which is yours in Christ Jesus, who,
though he was in the form of God, did not count
equality with God a thing to be grasped, but made
himself nothing, taking the form of a servant, being
born in the likeness of men.” Jesus showed us that
as a community of believers we should always

be seeking to serve each other in whatever way
we can.The church is not supposed to be a place
that we come to be served, but a place where we
come to serve. It is the clear plan of God that we
all love and serve our local church.

Serving in the church must come along with living
as a missionary in our community. If we are to live
out the great commission and show the gospel of
Christ to our city, we must first be willing to do it
within our church community. If we live our lives
showing love through service to the community
outside the church, but ignore our duty to our
own believing community, we will be seen as
hypocrites and will damage our furtherance of the
gospel. Missional living begins with the support of
other believing missionaries.

We are taught a good lesson in Scripture about
the strength of acting together as a community.
Ecclesiastes 4:9-12 says,“Two are better than one,
because they have a good reward for their toil.
For if they fall, one will lift up his fellow. But woe
to him who is alone when he falls and has not
another to lift him up! Again, if two lie together,
they keep warm, but how can one keep warm
alone? And though a man might prevail against one
who is alone, two will withstand him—a threefold
cord is not quickly broken.”
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Whether that be through leading a small group,
providing a place to meet, setting up the room
on Sunday, helping in the nursery, or whatever it

is, your service is important to the church as a
community and to God as His servant.
